Goals 

To offer unique and comprehensive advanced fellowship training in heart failure and transplantation in a large quaternary care Canadian hospital network.  It is anticipated that upon completion of fellowship training, trainees will have met requirements for the ABIM Heart Failure/Transplantation Subspecialty Certification or equivalent.  

Major strengths of the program include:

· the breadth of clinical exposure to heart failure, transplantation and ventricular assist devices 

· opportunities for clinical, basic science, integrative physiology and population health research

· the exposure to a unique patient population that includes high volume of cardiomyopathy and adult congenital heart disease patients

· opportunities for combined fellowship training streams, including pacing/implantable device therapies, imaging, research, interventional cardiology; fellowship can be tailored to goals of individual trainees
